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a pain relief method that does not involve the use of medi-
cation. Its clinical use for pain relief was suggested by
Wall and Sweet [6], who applied the gate theory of Mel-
zack and Wall [7] for practical implications using TENS.
TENS was found successful in the treatment of PD in a
series of controlled studies and against placebo or other
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large size of the tested device and the lack of convenience
in its use prevented the participants in the study to wear it
for long periods and during daily outdoor activities, hence
the results seemed to be compromised.

Herein we report our experience with a new model
of the TENS device, the Freelady (Life Care, Tiberias,
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
